NTS INTERCONNECTOR PIPELINE CORRIDOR

1

Small area of broad-leaved plantation comprised of Alder, Sycamore,
Hawthorn, Wych Elm, Ash, Beech, Osier and Horse-chestnut, with a ground
flora of Common Nettle, Bramble, Rosebay Willowherb and Cock’s-foot.

A small pond within a small copse (TN 1), surrounded and shaded by
Sycamore, Wych EIm, and Horse Chestnut. The pond was full of leaf litter
and no aquatic or wetland vegetation was recorded. The water was turbid
and appeared to be of moderate to poor water quality.

A narrow belt of planted trees and shrubs on a disused railway embankment
comprised of Sycamore, Hornbeam, Silver Birch, Hawthorn, Hazel and
Alder.

Block of mixed plantation woodland adjacent to the survey corridor and
comprised Scots Pine, Silver Birch, Hawthorn, Elder and Alder, over
Bracken.

This Barley field supported an assemblage of arable weeds including Wild
Pansy, Field Forget-me-not, Corn Marigold, Scentless Mayweed, Fat-hen,
Wild Oat, Red Dead-nettle and Common Fumitory.

This small, well-managed and deeply cut field drain supported Soft-rush,
Reed Canary-grass, False Oat-grass, Common Hemp-nettle, Water-plantain
and Celery-leaved Buttercup.

This small, well-managed and deeply cut field drain contained no aquatic
vegetation. The banks were dominated by Reed Canary-grass, False Oat-
grass, Meadowsweet and Hogweed.

This large, managed ditch/stream approximately 3m wide contained little
aquatic vegetation (algae and Amphibious Bistort). The banks were
dominated by Reed Canary-grass, False Oat-grass, Creeping Thistle and
Meadowsweet. The water quality in this ditch was considered to be
moderate to poor.

Potato field supporting many non-flowering Fumitory plants.

The banks of this small, well-managed field ditch were dominated by False
Oat-grass, Cock’s-foot and Bramble. Scattered clumps of Branched Bur-
reed were recorded along its length.

11

The banks of this large, deeply cut and well-managed field ditch supported
abundant Common Reed, Reed Canary-grass, Meadowsweet, False Oat-
grass, Common Nettle and Great Willowherb. The channel was choked with
Common Reed.

12

This small and damp ditch supported Soft-rush, False Fox Sedge,
Bittersweet, Redshank and Floating Sweet-grass.

13

This small, damp field drain supported False Fox Sedge, Soft-rush, Marsh
Bedstraw, Purple Loosestrife, Reed Canary-grass and Redshank.

14 This small, over-grown, field drain supported Reed Canary-grass and
Meadowsweet. The grazed banks supported scattered Hawthorn and Dog-
rose scrub.

15 An area of set-aside containing arable weeds and grass. Species recorded
included Perennial Rye-grass, Smooth Meadow-grass, Wheat, Creeping
Cinquefoil, Fat-hen, Scentless Mayweed, Shepherd’s-purse, Common
Chickweed, Red Dead-nettle, Common Fumitory, Knotgrass, Field Forget-
me-not, Field Speedwell, Redshank and Broad-leaved Dock.

16 This small dry ditch was choked with Bramble, Reed Canary-grass, Soft-
rush and Common Nettle. The banks were dominated by False Oat-grass
with scattered Hawthorn and Dog-rose scrub.

17 The water quality in this small realigned stream appeared to be poor. The
southerly bank supported False Oat-grass, Common Nettle, Hogweed, Red
Campion and Hemlock Water-dropwort and had wooden revetments at the
toe of the bank. The northerly bank was tree and scrub lined with
Sycamore, Hawthorn, Ash and Dog-rose.

18 This heavily poached and grazed field pond supported no aquatic vegetation
apart from filamentous algae.

19 An open and grazed section of stream (TN 17) containing no aquatic
vegetation and low grass and ruderal species on the banks.

20 A small damp ditch choked with Common Reed.

21 A stand of Japanese Knotweed, approximately 16m x 5m.

GAS STORAGE SITE

22 Recently topsoil stripped area.

23 Two large, mature White Willow pollards, one of which appeared to be dead.

24 A small, open, area of mature and semi-mature planted Ash and Sycamore
trees, over a ground flora of grazed grasses and Common Nettle.

25 This area of marshy grassland, in the corner of the field, was dominated by
Soft-rush with Compact Rush, Sharp-flowered Rush Bog Stitchwort, Curled
Dock, Tufted Forget-me-not, Celery-leaved Buttercup, Lesser Spearwort,
Redshank, Great Willowherb, Common Nettle and Yorkshire-fog.

26 Two lines of mature and semi-mature White Willow, Sycamore and Wych
Elm trees around an old farm building.

27 A small ditch choked with Common Reed and hemlock Water-dropwort.

28 This small, mixed woodland copse had been fairly recently planted and
comprised Alder, Scots Pine, Rowan and Hawthorn, with a ground cover of
Common Nettle and Bramble.

29 This small triangle of relatively species-rich semi-improved grassland
supported a number of species including Creeping Bent, Hop Trefoil, Red
Clover, White Clover, Yorkshire-fog, Common Knapweed, Meadow
Vetchling, Tufted Vetch, Wild Carrot, Common Fleabane, False Fox Sedge,

Common Bird’s-foot-trefoil, Ribwort Plantain, Rough Meadow-grass,
Selfheal, Crested Dog’s-tail and Red Fescue.

30

This large area of saltmarsh comprised creeks, ponds, mud and salt marsh
vegetation. Species recorded included Perennial Glasswort, Glasswort sp.,
Common Cord-grass, Sea Plantain, Sea Arrowgrass, Annual Sea-blite, Sea
Lavender, Sea Purslane and Sea Aster.

31

A small circular field pond surrounded by arable fields. The banks were
dominated by tall herbs and grasses and ruderals with a couple of small
shrubby willows. Little aquatic vegetation was apparent with small amounts
of marginal Branched Bur-reed and Soft-rush. The water quality appeared to
be moderate to poor and was turbid.

31.1

This large field pond was surrounded by improved pasture. The pond
appeared to be relatively deep and the water quality moderate to poor.
Some marginal/emergent and submerged vegetation was recorded including
Water Horsetail, Gypsywort and Curled Pondweed.

31.2

A heavily silted field pond surrounded by improved pasture, choked in many
places by Common Reed, Grey Club-rush, Soft-rush and Brooklime. The
water quality appeared to be moderate to poor. The pond was shaded
around one end by Hawthorn shrubs.

32

Young plantation woodland comprised of Alder, Ash, Wild Cherry and Hazel.

33

Large field pond in what appeared to be an old flooded quarry. Water
surface covered in Brooklime, Ivy-leaved Water-crowfoot, Creeping Bent,
Brooklime, Floating sweet-grass and filamentous algae.

34

A small pond shaded on one side by Sycamore trees, whilst the other bank
was open and supported Soft-rush, Common nettle, Great Willowherb, Reed
Canary-grass and False Oat-grass. It was heavily silted and turbid and the
water quality appeared to be moderate to poor.

35

This field pond was completely surrounded by willow scrub, which was also
growing out of the pond. The shade produced from this scrub and the
amount of leaf litter in the waterbody meant that no aquatic vegetation was
recorded.

36

An area of coastal grassland/upper salt marsh supporting abundant Red
Fescue, with Sea Couch, Sea Lavender, Sea Rush, Common Restharrow,
Thrift and Sea Plantain.

37

Sea wall and associated embankment. The lower slopes supported Thrift,
Red Fescue, Sea Lavender, Sea Plantain, Sea Wormwood, Common
Saltmarsh-grass, Common Orache, Sea Couch and Sea Beet. The upper
slopes supported Sea Couch, Sea Lavender, Common Knapweed, Yarrow,
Creeping Thistle, False Oat-grass, Japanese Rose, Wild Carrot, Sea Radish
and Common Bird’s-foot-trefoil.

38

Small deep field pond totally surrounded by willow, bramble and hawthorn
scrub. Willow also recorded growing out of the pond. Water quality
appeared to be moderate to poor and due to shading and leaf litter no

aquatic vegetation was recorded.

39

The banks of this small, deeply cut ditch supported abundant Hemlock
Water-dropwort, False Oat-grass and Hogweed. Several small clumps of
Branched Bur-reed were recorded within the channel. The water in the ditch
was turbid and was considered to be of poor to moderate water quality.

40

Young plantation woodland comprised of Ash, Alder and Sycamore trees.

41

This block of broad-leaved plantation woodland comprised a canopy of
even-aged, semi-mature Sycamore trees, with no understory. The ground
flora comprised Red Campion, Wood Meadow-grass, Bluebell and Bramble.

41.1

Running wet ditch (upstream of TN 45) on golf course. <0.5m wide, steep
earth banks with burrows present. An area of riparian vegetation along the
eastern side of the ditch is present with Common Reed, Reed Canary-grass,
Soft-rush, and long terrestrial grasses.

41.2

Wet wooded depression with Rushes and dense Willow and Bramble scrub.
Other tree species included mature Oak and Sycamore and grassy banks
with Cock’s-foot and False Oat-grass.

41.3

Pond on golf course with areas of open water and emergent Yellow Flag and
Common Reed. Scrub was present to the south and west of the pond.
Water quality appeared to be good.

41.4

Pond on golf course approximately 80m in circumference with emergent
Reed Canary-grass in pond margins and areas of open water. Scattered
scrub present along the northern and western banks.

42

A section of new sea defences constituting a stone and rock-filled gabion
embankment, situated in front of Preesall Wastewater Treatment Works
supporting False Oat-grass.

43

This small pond was shaded on three sides by dense willow and hawthorn
scrub. Open bank dominated by ruderal vegetation growing through brash.
Water quality appeared poor and appeared to be polluted.

44

A small regulated ditch with a line of young Sycamore trees on the bank.

44 1

Small field pond within an arable field, surrounded by dense Hawthorn and
Bramble scrub and choked by Common Reed.

44.2

Large fishing pond supporting a marginal fringe of emergent Common Reed.
The steep banks were overgrown with Bramble scrub in many places.

45

An open section of stream supporting Common Reed. The banks were
dominated by Hemlock Water-dropwort, Common Reed and False Oat-
grass.

46

Section of stream (TN 45) supporting stands of Sea Club-rush.

SOUTHERN ELECTRICITY CABLE CORRIDOR

47

The banks of this small stream supported Common Nettle, Hemlock Water-
dropwort and Great Willowherb and contained no aquatic vegetation. The
water was turbid and its quality appeared to be poor.

48

This small, damp, road-side ditch supported Fool’s-water-cress, Water-
cress, Hemlock Water-dropwort, Reed Canary-grass, Toad Rush, False
Fox-sedge and Brooklime.

49

Tidal ditch choked with Common Reed.

50

Hillhouse Estuary Banks Biological Heritage Site. Saltmarsh area with
Common Sea-lavender, Common Glasswort, Annual Sea Blight, Cord grass,
Sea Purslane and Sea Plantain.

51

Hillhouse Estuary Banks Biological Heritage Site. Scattered and dense
scrub with some tree planting and semi-improved grassland. Tree and
shrub species included Blackthorn, Hawthorn, Sycamore, Cherry, Ash and
patchy Bramble. Grassland species included Hogweed, Tufted Vetch,
Common Knapweed, Yarrow, St. Johns-wort, Cock’s-foot, False Oat-grass,
Meadow Vetchling, Crested Dogstail, Silverweed, Field Horsetail, Ribbed
Meliot, Common Fleabane, Colt’s-foot, Rough Meadow-grass, Cow Parsley
and patchy Reed Canary-grass noted nearer the saltmarsh.

52

Caravan Site (no access). New planting in this area including Willow and
Hawthorn. A large drain ran through the site lined with Mature trees but no
access. Other habitats were predominantly amenity grassland surrounding
the caravans.

BRINE OUTFALL PIPELINE CORRIDOR

53

Bare ground adjacent to housing development possibly awaiting landscaping
/ grass seeding. Currently being colonised by species such as Mugwort,
Scentless Mayweed, Field Poppy, Redshank and Common Evening
Primrose.

54

Area of semi-improved grassland within bird sanctuary east of the lagoons.
Species included False Oat-grass, Yorkshire Fog, Cock’s-foot, Silverweed,
Common Ragwort, Red Clover, Ribbed Meliot, Hare’s-foot Clover with
scattered Common Reed and Reed Canary Grass throughout.

55

Area of lagoons and Common Reed swamp with dense / scattered wet
Willow scrub with semi-improved grassland areas.

56

Area of rough grassland / tall ruderal herbs adjacent to lagoons. Species
included False Oat-grass, Yorkshire Fog, Thistle, Common Ragwort and
Rosebay Willowherb. A stand of Japanese Knotweed was also noted in this
area approximately 3m x 1m.

57

Track ran through this area with scattered and dense scrub present on both
sides but predominantly on the eastern embankment with tall ruderal
vegetation dominated by Rosebay Willowherb and patchy areas of semi-
improved grassland. Scrub and tree species included Bramble (sometimes
entwined with Hedge Bindweed), Willow, Hawthorn, Poplar Populus sp, and
Ash. Grassland species included Rough Meadow-grass, Perrenial Rye-
grass, Tufted Vetch, Wild Carrot, Common Knapweed, Hares Foot Clover,
Perforate St John’s-wort, Cocks-foot, Red Clover, Creeping Buttercup with
Common Evening Primrose and Scentless Mayweed noted in the bare
ground areas. Occasional shorter grassland areas comprised species

including Red Fescue, Bird’s-foot Trefoil, Tufted Vetch and Ribwort Plantain.

58

Area of Common Reed adjacent to area of semi-improved grassland with
scattered and dense Willow scrub. Grassland species included Yorkshire
Fog, Cock’s-foot, Meadow Foxtail, Bird’s-foot Trefoil, Ribbed Meliot,
Silverweed, Creeping Buttercup, White Clover, Red Clover and Ribwort
Plantain. Now outside / on fringe of application boundary.

59

(Possibly) ephemeral pond and Bulrush swamp to the south of pond. Pond
approximately 12 x 8m with Willow growing throughout the pond. Now
outside / on fringe of application boundary.

60

Mosaic of habitats along disused railway (now outside / on fringe of
application boundary). Habitats comprise scattered and dense scrub,
ephemeral / short perennial vegetation with patchy bare ground, tall ruderal
and a Common Reed dominated ditch on the eastern side of the disused
railway accompanied by dense Bramble scrub. Scrub species were
predominantly Willow and Bramble with Hawthorn and occasionally
Honeysuckle. Grassland patches present in verges included species such
as Couch Grass, False Oat-grass, Yorkshire Fog and Common Rye-grass.
A variety of herb species were present in these areas including Red Bartsia,
Perforate St-Johns Wort, Common Knapweed, Field Horsetail, Ribbed
Meliot and Wild Carrot. Shorter, more open grassland areas comprised Red
Fescue with False-Oat-grass and with herbs including Oxeye Daisy,
Creeping Cinquefoil, Teasel, Sticky Groundsel, Silverweed, Black Medick,
Common Evening Primrose and Common Bird’s-foot-trefoil. Tall ruderal
species were mainly Rosebay Willowherb along the eastern embankment
but also scattered throughout the area.

61

Tall ruderal herbs and grasses have colonised this area of disturbed / bare
ground adjacent to the boundary of caravan park (no access). Species
included Broad-leaved Dock, Thistle, Yorkshire Fog and Yarrow.

62

(Duck) pond within Farmer Parrs Animal World. Pond in central area of farm
for children to feed ducks etc. Pond is therefore turbid with scrub on south
side. Aquatic plant species included Yellow lIris, Soft-rush, Sea Club-rush.
Fed by drainage ditch, approx 1m wide fringed by Reed Canary-grass, Soft-
rush and Sea Club-rush.

63

Pond within Farmer Parrs Animal World (the latter is a patchwork of small
enclosures with rare breeds etc for the public). Pond is 30 x 25m approx
and almost entirely colonised by Bulrush with the exception of small clear
central area. Other species included Branched Bur-reed Sparganium
erectum with herbaceous Bramble and Willow scrub with tall ruderal
vegetation surrounding the pond.

Ephemeral pond with Sea Club-rush, Reed Canary-grass and adjacent area
of Common Reed (where an old drainage ditch may have been) set in
improved grassland field.

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Accompanying Notes for Hedgerows Regulations (1997) Record Sheet

These Regulations only apply to hedgerows adjacent to land in agricultural/horticultural use. A hedgerow
may be classified as ‘important’ for archaeological/historical reasons, or according to Wildlife and
Landscape criteria. To be classified as ‘important’ under the Wildlife and Landscape criteria, the hedgerow

must be over 30 years old and should comprise one of the following:

e *atleast 7 woody species/30m;
e *at least 6 woody species/30m and at least 3 features;

e *at least 6 woody spp/30m including any one of Pn/Sot/Tic/Tip (see below);

*at least 5 woody species and at least 4 features;

or if adjacent to a bridleway/footpath, at least 4 woody species and at least 2 features.

*If the hedgerow is situated wholly or partly in one of the counties listed in Criteria 7 sub-paragraph (2) of

the Regulations, the number of woody species should be reduced by one.

(N.B. A hedgerow may also be classified as ‘important’ due to the presence/recorded presence of particular

animal and plant species (see Criteria 6 sub-paragraphs (1)-(4) of the Regulations for details).)

The woody species ‘recognised” by the Hedgerows Regulations are listed below, along with the species

The presence of a number of features along a hedgerow influences the classification under the Regulations.
The terms used on the record sheet are explained below, and their presence is indicated by a ‘v"":

Bank/wall

Intact

Trees

3 flora spp.

Ditch

The hedgerow is supported along at least half of its length by a bank/wall.

The hedgerow contains less than 10% gaps along its length.

The hedgerow supports at least 1 standard tree per 50 m length of hedgerow
(standard trees are defined as those which when measured at 1.3m above ground level
have a diameter of at least 20 cm, or 15 cm for multi-stemmed trees).

The hedgerow supports at least 3 of the valuable ground flora species defined by the
Regulations. The hedgerow is considered to support a plant if it is rooted within 1m

(in any direction) of the hedgerow.

There is a ditch along at least half of the length of the hedgerow.

Connections 24 points A hedgerow must score 4 or more ‘connections points’, where connections with an

adjoining hedgerow(s) score 1 point each, and a connection with a pond or woodland
(in which the majority of the trees are broad-leaved)scores 2 points each. A hedgerow
is considered to be connected if it meets the feature, or if it has a point within 10 m of
it and would meet it if the line of the hedgerow continued.

A parallel hedgerow is present within 15m.
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An explanation of additional terms used on the Hedgerows Regulation Record Sheet follows:
